−2  + (−3)  = −5   both negative signs  add, use negative sign 
 
−2  +  3  =  1    different signs   find difference, use sign of  
 2  + (−3)  = −1       number with larger absolute value 
 
 

SUBTRACTING INTEGERS 
 
 10  −   2      becomes    10 + (−2)      10 + (−2)    =    8 
 
 10  − (−2)  becomes   10 +  2      10 +  2    =    12 
 
−10  −  (−2)  becomes   (−10) +  2      (−10) +  2   =   −8 
 
−10  −   2   becomes   (−10) + (−2)      (−10) +( −2)   =  −12

−2 ( 3) = −6    different signs    multiply, use negative sign
