INTERROGATIVES AND EXCLAMATIONS
ESPANOL

Interrogatives are classified as adjectives, pronouns, and adverbs. They always have a written
accent.

Adjectives and Pronouns

Cuél (es)? Meaning “which” refers to persons or things and is used to select or choose one or
more than one from a larger group.

Cual is su hermano? (which (one) is your brother?

Cuéles son sus hermanos ? (which ones are your brothers?

Cudl? Meaning “what” is used before “ser” except when a definition is asked for, in which case
“que” is used.
Cual es su ocupacion? (what is your occupation) — Cual es la fecha? What is the date?
At all other times, except in idioms, the English interrogative “what” is rendered by “qué” in
Spanish

que?- what ?

cémo?- how cual, -es?

cuénto, -a? how much?

cuantos-as?- how many?

cuéndo- when?

donde- where?

de donde- where from? Note: Porque (because) one word, no accent
adonde- where to?

A quién(es)to whom?

quién- who?

de quién, -es- whose- of whom?

por qué? Why?

¢queé libro tiene Ud? What book do you have?

¢qué tiene Ud? What do you have?

¢cudl es su libro? Which is your book?

icual es el titulo? What is the title?

¢cuanto dinero tiene Ud? How much money do you have?
jcuanto tiene Juan? How much does John have?
¢cuantas primas tiene el? How many cousins does he have?
¢cuantas tiene Ud? How many do you have?

(quién sabe? Who knows?

¢A quién vio Ud? Whom did you see?

¢A quién escribe Maria? To whom is Mary writing?

¢A quién (es) espera Ud? For whom are you waiting

¢De quién habla? Of whom is he speaking?
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
